Croatan Beach Restoration Project

We continue to have minor bureaucratic setbacks. This time it is at the US Corps of Engineers contracting
office. James D. White, the Coastal Section Project Manager for the City of Virginia Beach Public Works is
the point of contact for the Croatan Beach project. He sent me the following a couple of weeks ago:

| received a response from the USACE regarding the Rudee Inlet Maintenance Dredging bid
advertisement. The USACE stated that advertisement is now slated for September. The
USACE is in the process of finalizing Real Estate agreements, completing a Section 408
permission for the City permit application (required prior to advertisement) and completing
their final round of project plans and technical specification reviews.

On the positive side, it means that the beach will not be

disrupted for the rest of the season and that the|

restoration work will begin at the end or after hurricane

season. On the negative side, its still later than we
hoped.

In the interest of “a good beach read,” this month’s newsletter
input will be a short “who done it.” This is also because the
August meetings of the Citizen’s Advisory Committee (CAC) and
Virginia Beach Council of Civic Organizations (VBCCO) will occur after publication date of the August
Newsletter.

Our Security Patrol, Master Police Officer Don Noha, has been busy this past month assisting potential
parking violators see the error of their ways through verbal warnings nearly two dozen times. Where
vehicle operators could not be found, he issued another two dozen-plus parking tickets — usually for parking
on Vanderbilt and Surfside outside of prescribed hours.
